LYNMAR WINERY EVENT VENUES 
 

 
HOSPITALITY CENTER 

The facility is designed to support groups as small and intimate as 10 or 20 as well as larger receptions and 
corporate meetings. Each area of the Hospitality Center can open into each other for large events or close to 
create privacy for executive meetings. The facility's core venues consist of a fully wired conference room, 
tasting room, courtyard and winery cave. We have a full service professional kitchen and winery chef on staff. 
The entire Lynmar Hospitality Center may be used for your event. Availability is on a select basis and may be 
subject to seasonality.  
 

CONFERENCE ROOM, (460 square feet) 
This is the perfect location to hold a conference or board meeting. This room can accommodate up to 20 
people and is equipped with a/v and meeting support including (at an additional cost):

 Projector 
 White Board 
 Wireless Networking/ Internet Access 
 Fax/ Copy Support 
 Speakerphone

 Breakout Options 
 This venue also has a support room with sink, refrigerator and storage.  

 
HOSPITALITY SALON, (552 square feet) 

The Tasting Room offers a perfect venue for a reception or sit down dinner. The doors leading to the 
courtyard can be opened to allow maximum flow in and out. This area can only be exclusive before or after 

business hours unless you reserve the entire Hospitality Center.  
 

HOSPITALITY SALON + CONFERENCE ROOM, (1,012 square feet) 
The Conference Room glass doors can open into the Tasting Room area or be closed for privacy. When these 
doors are open they create a larger venue for presentations or receptions.  

 
COURTYARD, (2,880 square feet) 

This venue, perfect for large groups, overlooks our 45 acres of estate vineyards and includes a sweeping view 
of the Laguna de Santa Rosa, a protected freshwater wetland that is home to dozens of birds and other 
wildlife. The courtyard has the option of being tented to provide protection from weather. It is the perfect 
spot for luncheons or dinners, supported by a full commercial kitchen. This is an outdoor venue and subject to 
seasonal conditions. May be combined with the tasting room and conference room to create a space comprised 
of 3,892 square feet. 

 
WINERY CAVE LIBRARY ROOM, (210 square feet) 

Our winery's barrel aging cave library room is the perfect location for a reception and it offers a dramatic 
setting to meet and greet. This is a climate-controlled location for our wine, so limited duration of 30 up to 45 
minutes is recommended.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 
OTHER VENUES: 
 

Covered Patio, (405 square feet) 
Located adjacent to the tasting bar, this spot is perfect for small groups of up to 15 people and 
provides a scenic panorama of our vineyards. Perfect for breakout groups. 

 
Veranda  

Located outside the Conference Room, this area can be set up with tables and chairs to support 
breakout groups or lunches. 

 
Trellised Walkway 

This is another area that can be used for group breakout sessions. Located on the southern end of the 
courtyard, it can be set with tables or benches for small group activity. 
 

Winery Deck  
This venue can be set for an afternoon lunch or reception. It can accommodate up to 30 people and 
offers one of the most dramatic views of our vineyards and the Laguna. The venue is not available 
during peak harvest season and during other high activity days at the winery.

Drive south on US 101 to Guerneville Road. Take 
Guerneville Road west. Turn left on Frei Road.  
 
From Bodega Bay and Locations West  
Drive east on Hwy 12, or Bodega Bay Hwy, to 
Sebastopol. Go north on 116. Turn right onto Frei

Wines: Lynmar Estate’s cool-climate viticulture is ideal for the 

production of the Burgundian varieties of Pinot Noir and 
Chardonnay. Lynmar’s estate wines are grown on the property’s 
42-acre Quail Hill Vineyard. In addition to Russian River Valley 
and Quail Hill Estate bottlings, the winery also produces minute 
quantities of its flagship wines. In 2008, Lynmar will release 
single-vineyard wines made from grapes grown on some of the 
most coveted land in Sonoma County.

Winemaking: Lynmar Estate respects its distinctive terroir creating wines that 

are elegant, complex, balanced, and age worthy. The 
winemaking team ensures that grapes harvested from their 
vineyards are hand-picked early in the morning and brought to 
the winery while still cool, so that the essential flavors are not 
damaged by heat. All grapes are hand-sorted, housed in open-top 
fermenters and blended before being aged in French oak barrels. 

 
About Lynmar Estate: Lynmar Estate was founded by Lynn Fritz to create a collage of 

innovation, life, education, spirituality and exploration in the 
Russian River Valley. To experience the Lynmar Estate and its 
wines is to experience the intimate story of a place that has been 
cultivated for thousands of years. Rolling vineyards, thriving 
gardens, indigenous wildlife and a committed Lynmar team work 
in harmony at the estate. Winemaker Hugh Chappelle creates 
balanced and complex Chardonnays and Pinot Noirs that speak 
to the distinct terroir of the Russian River Valley. Housed in a 
secluded enclave, a visit to Lynmar is a destination for all five of 
the senses, providing a complete wine, culinary and educational 
experience.  

 
Tours and Tastings:  Lynmar hosts seated tastings daily from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. The 

Estate tasting is $10 per person and the Reserve Tasting is $25 
per person. An Estate Tour takes place Fridays at 10:30 a.m. for 
$65 a person and the Food and Wine Experience is Friday thru 
Sunday at 1:30pm for $45 a person. Both the tour and food and 
wine pairings are by appointment only. Private events can be 
arranged by reservation. 

 
Wine Club: Members of Lynmar Estate’s Advocates Club receive access to 

all bottlings in addition to limited bottlings that are only 
available to club members. Advocates also have access to private 
event space, club-only events and complimentary tours and 
tastings throughout the year.
